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RESUMO

A reestruturacdo do municipio de Jaguaribara foi imposta pelas grandes obras do
projeto governamental complexo Castanh&o, iniciadas em 1995. Essas obras
compreendem: A construcdo de uma acude, a construcdo de uma nova sede
municipal, projetos de irrigagcdo, canal para transposicdo de &gua para
abastecimento da Regido Metropolitana de Fortaleza. Tais obras geraram grandes
transformacgdes no territdrio em seus componentes fisicos e sociais, demandando
a criacao de diferentes unidades de conservagado de competéncia de 6rgéo federal
e municipal. Apesar da existéncia de um grupo de trabalho interrestitucional — GTI,
as acOes de reestruturacdo e especificamente as de preservacdo ambiental,
deram-se de forma desordenada sob o ponto de vista institucional e legal,
tornando-se susceptivel ao fracasso devido a auséncia de participacdo popular.
Essa dissertacdo visa, portanto, a uma revisao critica dessa reestruturacdo, para
subsidiar a formulacdo de estratégias coordenadas dentro do Sistema Nacional de
Unidades de Conservacdo - SNUC. Para tanto, foram resgatados o0s
componentes histéricos do complexo Castanhdo, examinando a problematica dos
reassentamentos urbano e rural, identificando as diversas unidades de
conservacdo definidas por lei. Analisaram-se as unidades geoambientais,
identificando suas fragilidades e potencialidades. Com isso, viu-se a importancia
das unidades de conservacéo para a reestruturacdo do municipio. A pesquisa se
desenvolveu segundo os fundamentos teoricos propostos por Souza, em uma
analise ambiental integrada, com o preenchimento de fichas de campo para cada
unidade de conservacdo, associando aos conceitos de anélise ecodindmica de
Tricart e ainda, com as fichas de anélise de degradacdo ambiental. Considerando
gue o municipio de Jaguaribara ja estava enquadrado em uma area de avancado
processo de degradacdo ambiental, a criacgdo de um comité gestor com a
participacdo da populacdo que trabalhe com o objetivo de harmonizar o uso da
terra e a conservacdo, articulando todas as Unidades de Conservacdo, é
indispensavel para o processo de equilibrio ambiental e reestruturagdo do
municipio.



ABSTRAC

The restoring of Jaguaribara — Ce was imposed by the great constructions of the
governmental project named Castanhéo, started in 1995. These constructions
includeda: dam, a new place for the city, irrigation projects, channel for water
transportation, in order to supply the Metropolitan region of Fortaleza. All these
constructions generated great transformations in the territory and in it's physical
and social components, demanding the creation of different irnits of conservation,
of federal and municipal responability. In spite of the existence of an
interinstitucional work group — IWG, the actions of restoring and specifically the
ones of environment preservation, happened in a disorganized way, according to
the institutional and legal point of view, becoming prone to fail due to the lack of
popular participation. The aim of this essay is, therefore, to make a critical review
of this restoring, in order to subsidize the formulation of coordinated strategies, in
the national System of Units of Conservation — SNUC. Therefore, historical
components of the complex of Castanhao were rescued, analysing the problem of
urban and rural reassentamento, identifying the different units of conservation
defined by law. The geoambiental units were analysed, identifying it's weaknesses
and potentialities. The research was done according to the theorical fundaments
suggested by Souza, in an integrated environmental analysis, associating with the
definitions of ecodindmica analysis of Tricart and with the questionnaire of
environmental degradation. Considering that Jaguaribara was abready located in
an area of advanced environmental degradation, the creating of a management
comitee, with the popular participation, that works with the aim of harmonize the
use of the land and conservation, gathering all the units of Conservation, is
fundamental for the process of environmental equilibrium and restoring of the city.
